Tips for Spotters – Children and their Grown-ups
We think this walk is suitable for ages 6+.  Younger spotters will probably need some adult help.

The walk should take about 2 hours depending how much you stop to EYE-SPY along the way.

When you have printed off the Spotter sheets you can cut them vertically then staple them onto a piece of card – slip into a plastic bag and it will now fit in your pocket.  For a more permanent record you could paste each EYE-SPY section into a small notebook.

Do wear boots or wellies as it can be muddy in places.

Useful things to take:
· Binoculars if you have them

· Plastic bag for collecting specimens

· Digital camera

· Pencils

Take digital photos of any interesting finds to identify at home. 
Try visiting iSpot.org.uk  where you can upload your pictures for help with identification. This is a brilliant site well worth a visit.
Most animals and birds are shy.  Try standing still and keeping very quiet for a couple of minutes – you may be surprised at how many more creatures you see.  And remember - 
A GOOD SPOTTER KEEPS THEIR EYES AND EARS OPEN AND MOUTH CLOSED !
Record your EYE-SPY scores as you go along.
